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Slogan of Tak province. “Pleasant Nature, Grand
Bhumibol Dam, King Taksin the Great Warrior, and
Land of Forest” As one of Thailand’s most important
border provinces located in the Lower North, Tak ranks
number 4 as the largest area province but number 2 for
the least population in the country. Having had a long
ancient history since the Sukhothai period, this province
possesses numerous beautiful natural attractions and
cultures. Most of its topography comprises large forest-
land as it occupies undulating mountain ranges with
abundant forest, especially, in Umphang District. If you
look at the map of Thailand, you can see the Thanon
Thong Chai Range lies and divides the land into 2 sides:
the eastern side includes the districts of Mueang Tak, Ban
Tak, Sam Ngao, and Wang Chao, and the western side
consists of the districts of Mae Sot, Mae Ramat, Tha Song
Yang, Phop Phra, and Umphang.
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Tak : The Ultimate in Natural Wonders Tee Lor Su
is the largest waterfall in Thailand and the most
majestic in South-east Asia. And it is in the province
of Tak, as well as Thailand’s tallest waterfall, Pi Tu
Gro and the most magnificent waterfall of Tee Lor
Lay that has been hailed as one of the unseen
beauties of Thailand. Natural tourist attractions
in Tak are marvelous, especially in winter with
beautiful sea of fog at Mae Moei National Park,
Doi Hua Mot, Mon Mok Tawan, Ler Kwa Dor, and
Wat Phra That Rattana Chedi Tham Mae Usu. If
you are into high-octane adventures, Tak offers
everything from elephant riding, trekking, abseiling
to white water rafting in the midst of the jungle.

The first thing that you should not miss when you come
to Tak city is visiting the King Tak the Great Memorial
Shrine for good fortune. Inside there is a statue of King
Taksin the Great in the posture of sitting on the royal
throne with a sword lying on his lap. This shrine is highly
respected by the locals. On the side of the shrine there is
the shady Twelve Zodiac Gardens. Behind the shrine,
there are many statues of war elephants, war horses, and
fighting cocks that were offered by those who made offerings
to make vows after their wishes were fulfilled.

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Worship To Luang Pho To, Wal Chai Chana
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Songkhram

For worshiping and praying for good luck and success, you should not miss visiting
Wat Chai Chana Songkhram in Tak city. Wat Chai Chana Songkhram, known among
local people as Tha Khae temple, is located at Tha Khae Village, along Thai Chana
road, Chiang Ngoen subdistrict in Tak Municipality. This old temple was built around
1715 to commemorate the victory of Ayutthaya army in the battle against the
enemy during the reign of King Maha Chakkraphat.

Wat Chai Chana Songkhram enshrines Luang Pho To, the Buddha image in the
attitude of subduing Mara from Sukhothai period. It is believed that Luang Pho To is
a sacred Buddha image. As the rumor says "Luang Pho To - inspires victory as
expected". So, there is no shortage of people coming to pay homage and ask for
blessings. In addition, Tha Khae Temple also has Luang Por Song Phi Nong is
another 2 bronze Buddha statues from the Chiang Saen period for worship as well.
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Trok Ban Chin (Ban Chin Alley) is located on Taksin Road and near Wat
Sitalaram. It is a retro tourist attraction in Tak city where tourists like to take

very delicious Pad Thai restaurant that you must try at least once.
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200" Anniversary Rattanakosin Memorial Bridge,
another landmark and highlight in Tak city, is a700 meter
long suspension bridge spanning the Ping River. This
bridge is a very beautiful viewpoint of the Ping River in
the evening. During twilight, you will see the sun slowly
disappears behind the mountains above the Ping river
with along suspension bridge in the scene. This is one of
the most beautiful viewpoints along the Ping River in
Thailand. So, this bridge is a must-visit location in Tak
city. The Tak Provincial Administrative Organization has
recently improved the landscape, and newly painted the
bridge to make it more beautiful than before.
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During the full moon day of the twelfth lunar month, the
people of Tak city will organize the Loi Krathong Sai event by
floating 1,000 lanterns. This unique and outstanding tradition
is very famous and a proud local wisdom. In 2023, the event
will be held on 24-27 November. The highlight is the Loi
Krathong Sai competition with 1,000 floating lanterns at the
200th Anniversary Rattanakosin Memorial Bridge. At the event,
people will float 1,000 Krathong Sai lanterns one after the
other along the Ping river. It is a very beautiful picture. In
addition, there are other activities such as organizing a proces-
sion to invite the royal lanterns from His Majesty the King and
9 members of the royal family, an activity for giving alms to
Phra Upakut or give alms to monks at midnight, and a holy
bathing activity at midnight.
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Alfractions in Wang Chao Dislrict
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Wutthikun Bridge is another check-in
spot in Tak that the selfie lovers should
not miss. The bridge over Ping River is
located between Ban Wang Chao, Tak
province, and Ban Ko Samphi, Kamphaeng
Phet province. It is strikingly beautiful,
and similar to the bridges built in the
same era including Ratsada Phisek Bridge
in Lampang province, Dechatiwongse
Bridge in Nakhon Sawan province, and
Tha Chomphu Railway Bridge in Lamp-
hun province.

At present, Wutthikun Bridge has been
renovated, and is very beautiful. It has
become an important landmark of Wang
Chao District where the visitors usually
never miss to selfie and capture the
beauty of this bridge.

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Only 30 kilometers from Tak city, there is
another famous and beautiful temple in Tak
Province. The temple enshrines a famous
Buddha image in the posture of meditation,
named Luang Por Tanjai which means ‘rapid or
fast’. People come and pray for a fast success in
all wishes. Moreover, there is a Golden Phra
Borommathat Pagoda which is modeled after
the Shwedagon Pagoda in Myanmar. It is very
auspicious for people born in the Year of Horse
to visit and pay homage here.
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Mr. Natthawut Thawikuekulkit, Chief Executive of Tak Provincial
Administrative Organization as Director of Tak Petrified Wood Geopark,

said a petrified wood is a type of fossil or remains that occurs naturally.
The dead tree is replaced by groundwater that contains a silica solution,
silts, and then slowly turns into rock. It is a molecular replacement until
it turns completely into a rock without changing the shape and structure.
Currently, “Doi Soi Malai National Park - Petrified Wood” has the
longest petrified wood in the world (the 1% Pit) as a highlight which has
a length of 69.70 meters, or equivalent to the height of a 20-storey build-
ing, with a diameter of 1.80 meters. In addition, dozens of pieces of petri-
fied wood have been discovered. The petrified woods are in 7 excava-
tion pits which 5 pits are in the area of the national park office and the
other 2 pits are near the entrance to Phahon Yothin Road, opposite Ban

As for the petrified wood in the 7 excavation pits:

S ldnaneduiiungui 3
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The 1% pit of petrified wood was excavated and discov-
ered in 2003. The petrified wood, Thongbum wood, was
found with an average diameter of 1.8 meters and a length
of 69.70 meters which is the longest petrified wood in the
world. This one is the highlight that you should not miss.

The 2™ pit of petrified wood was excavated in 2005
and found petrified Makha Mong wood. The average diam-
eter is 0.50 meters, and the length is 31.30 meters. The trunk
is broken into small pieces but can still be seen as a curved
trunk.

The 3™ pit of petrified wood was excavated in 2005 and
found petrified Thongbum wood. The average diameter is
2.10 meters, and the length is 33.50 meters. The trunk is
broken into small pieces, but some parts can still be seen as
trunks.

The 4 pit of petrified wood was excavated in 2005 and
found a petrified Thongbum wood. The average diameter is
1.40 meters, and the length is 42.4 meters. The trunk is
broken into small and curved pieces but can still be seen as
a trunk.

The 5% pit of petrified wood was excavated in 2005 and
found petrified Makha Mong wood. The average diameter is
1.20 meters, and the length is 22.20 meters. The trunk is
incomplete and broken into small and curved pieces.

The 6 pit of petrified wood was excavated in 2005 and
found a petrified Thongbum wood. The average diameter is
1.5 meters, and the length is 33.6 meters. The trunk is
relatively intact, while the base is missing. It lies on reddish-
orange sandy sediment.

The 7t pit of petrified wood was excavated in 2005
and found a petrified Thongbum wood. The average diam-
eter is 1.50 meters, and the length is 38.70 meters. The trunk
is very complete, but the tip of the tree disappeared.

All of this is a miracle of nature. A large tree turned to
stone over hundreds of years. This is another tourist attrac-
tion that you have to visit and see the petrified woods at Doi
Soi Malai National Park - Petrified wood.
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Doi Soi Malai
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Doi Soi Malai, located in Mae Tuen Wildlife Sanctuary, is a destination for
those who love adventure and challenges. Although the way up is quite
difficult because you have to drive along the ridge. The top of the mountain,
called “Roof of Muang Tak”, is very beautiful with a wide grassland at a
height of 1,664 meters above sea level. Especially during the end of rainy
season and beginning of cold season which is between November and
January is the most suitable period for traveling. Tourists can go camping and
see the beautiful sunrise and sea of fog with a 360-degree view and the view
of Bhumibol Dam.
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Wat Phra Phutthabat Doi Lon, located on a hill amidst a shady forest,
emphasizes on the meditation practices. The temple enshrines Phra Maha
Sakaya Muni Sri Sanphet, a large white Buddha statue with beautiful Buddhist
characteristics on a hill which can be seen from far away. The photography
lovers will love this place. Especially, when a mist is flowing past the Buddha
image with lush green rice fields in the foreground will create a beautiful
photograph. Also, you can pay homage to Phra Maha Sakaya Muni Sr| Sanphet
as auspiciousness for yourself and your family.
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This multipurpose dam is the largest curved concrete dam in
Thailand and Southeast Asia and ranked the 8th in the world. It
has beautiful surroundings with a pleasant public park, a standard
golf course, restaurants, and accommodations.

The highlight of traveling here is boat trips to various tourist
attractions inside the lake. The interesting traveling places include
Wat Phra Phutthabat Khao Nam, which is on an island in the
middle of Bhumibol Dam. Inside the temple, there is a footprint
of the Buddha and a pavilion enshrining the Buddha image. The
surrounding scenery is very beautiful. More tourist attractions

l

include Valentine Island, Doi Chao Por Luang, Khao Phra Phut-
thabat, Ap Nang Cave, Kaeng Soi temple, and Doi Tao.

Nowadays, Bhumibol Dam is a traveling destination for all groups
to come for a boat trip.
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It is located in Yan Ri Subdistrict. From Mueang District, you take route number 1107
(Yutthahethi Pagoda-Bhumibol Dam) through the intersection to Yutthahete Chedi for
approximately 25 kilometers, or if you use Highway No. 1 to kilometer 463, there will be a
left turn into Bhumibol Dam for approximately 10 kilometers to Sam Ngao District. You will
see a large mountain, called “Pha Sam Ngao" by locals, on the west side of Ping River.

The highlight of this Pha Sam Ngao is that it is a large mountain at the foot of the cliff.
There will be 3 channels drilled deep into the mountain in a row, where each gilded Buddha

image is enshrined. The place was created under the
command of Queen Chamadevi. When she sailed along
the Ping River and reached the Pha Sam Ngao area, a storm
broke out so violently that the convoy could not continue.
So, she prayed and made a wish: “if she has merit and will
rule the city of Hariphunchai, may all evil causes disappear”.
At the end of the vow, there was a loud thunder and the
evil gradually subsided. The sky began to brighten, and 3
shadows of Buddha appeared on the cliff. Her Majesty
ordered to construct 3 Buddha statues as she had seen the
auspicious blessings at this cliff and celebrated for 3 nights.
She then proceeded to the city of Hariphunchai. Therefore,
it is the origin of the name Pha Sam Ngao. There are 3 deep
holes cut into the mountain that can be seen from far
away from Sam Ngao District. The All visitors can walk up
the wooden steps to worship the Buddha statues.
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This temple was built due to the construction of the Bhumibol
Dam which required the evacuation of the villagers of Ban Na Subdis-
trict to the area allocated for them. The Royal Irrigation Department
therefore built Wat Chonprathan Rangsan to replace 8 temples that
were flooded in 1959 including Wat Ban Huai, Wat Sri Thaen, Wat Don
Kaeo, Wat Luang, Wat Tha Duea, Wat Tha Pong, Wat Um Wap and Wat
Phra That Loi. After the construction was finished, villagers brought the
relics of the Lord Buddha, the sacred Phra That Loi Yod Chat Chedi,
and various religious objects such as bronze Buddha images of
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various sizes and postures, a gold-patterned chest containing the Dhamma, a
wooden cabinet, and various necessary items, and kept all items in this temple.

Another highlight of the temple is Luang Por Tanjai, which is a bronze
Buddha image in the posture of Maravichai with Chiang Saen Singha Sam Art
Design, a total of 3 statues to pay homage to and ask for blessings. It is
another temple that travelers should stop by to worship for good fortune for
themselves and their families.

The tranquility and beauty
of nature cause tourists to
continuously come and do
overnight camping here. You
can enjoy sleeping under the
stars, waking up early in the
morning to sip warm coffee
with a beautiful view in front
of you, and stopping by to
see the large Krabak tree
which is over 700 years old
with the size of 14 people
embracing. In the afternoon,
you ¢o see Pang A Noi
Waterfall which is only 800
meters away. This is the
beauty of being surrounded
by nature.
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Another important national park in Tak Province is not
too far from the city. This park has distinctive features
including its shady atmosphere and many nice waterfalls
for swimming such as Pha Lad Waterfall, Lan Liang Ma
Waterfall, Pha Phueng Waterfall, Pha Tae Waterfall, and
Tha Le Waterfall. The most popular waterfall for swimming
is Lan Sang Waterfall because it is only 150 meters from
the national park office. It is a 3-tiered waterfall with 40
meters height that is suitable for swimming and relaxing.

For anyone who would like to sleep in the
area near the waterfall, the national park has
lodging services and a campground. If you
come and visit, you will be relaxed and
comfortable, and will definitely fall in love
with this place.

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Tham Juntho Patipada Temple,
located in the boundary area between
Mueang Tak District and Mae Sot District,
is on the mountain in Huai Pla Lod
Village, Mae Lamao Subdistrict, and
about 40 kilometers from Tak city to
the west of Taksin Maharat National
Park. The entrance is on the right-hand
side, 1 kilometer before Muser Market.
On the way to the cave, you will see a
line of large trees that are wrapped by
yellow monk robes. There is a small
limestone cave hall with a quiet atmo-
sphere on the top where Luang Pu Jia
Junto used as a place to meditate and
practice Dhamma in the middle of the
forest. There are many "Petrified Log"
viewpoints with amazing geological
features such as "Pha Kuti" and
"Chong Pha Mai Khat" which were
created from fallen trees that became
stones, aged more than thousand or
ten thousand years old. Another
highlight that you should not miss is
Huai Pla Lod Village. A large village
nestled in the middle of the mountains
with many black Lahu people living
there. For a sunset view, Taksin Maharat
National Park is considered a beautiful
viewpoint with cool weather where you
can see the city of Tak from above. On
the way up to see the sunset view, you
will see a large white Luang Por Thanjai
which is located on Doi Muser and can
be seen from far away. If anyone is
going to pay homage to Luang Por
Thanjai, you can go to Doi Montha
Monastery, Doi Muser, where is located
behind Muser Market (new).
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An auspicious and sacred place of Mae Sot District is located majestically
on Pha Wo mountain. Legend has told that he was a Karen warrior man who
helped fight side by side with King Taksin the Great and was appointed to
be the head of Mae Lamao custom house. Nowadays, it is considered a
place that holds the spirits of the people here. Every day, tourists stop by
to pray and ask for blessings for safe travels. Passing by travelers often honk
their car horns to show their respect.
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“Traveling to Tak, Variety of Styles” The diverse
lives of the people in Tak Province, especially in Mae Sot
district, indicate the coming together of people from
various nationalities including Chinese, Islamic, Shan,
Burmese, Sikh,
lifestyles of the people are full of interesting cultures. It
is also a land of hope for traders and merchants, espe-
cially Burmese who come to trade in gems. Anyone who
wants to buy beautiful gems can do some shopping at
“Mae Sot Gems Market” or another important trading

Indian, Nepalese, and Pakistani. The

center, “Rim Moei Market”. There are colored gems,
jade, and rubies from Myanmar as well as local products
from both Thailand and Myanmar that you can buy as
souvenirs. And another important landmark of Mae Sot
s "Klang 9 (Tha Hia Kuang)", a paradise for bicycles
lovers where you can get second-hand bicycles from
Japan. This place, located along the Moei River with
more than 1 kilometer long, also has many products
from Myanmar for you to do shopping.

As for the food, it is quite extraordinary, especially
the eating culture of the Shan people that passes on the
eating roots through Seng Phae and Hala Wah desserts.
These famous desserts were often eaten as a snack.
is similar to a red sticky rice dessert. It is
made from sticky rice, sugar cane juice, and coconut
milk, topped with coconut milk and then toasted or
baked until the top is gently burnt. The taste is sweet

"Seng Phae"

and creamy. “Hala Wah” is made from rice flour, sugar,
coconut milk, and small sago seeds. The top part is
made in the same way as Seng Phae. The taste is sweet
and creamy. You can find and taste them at the munici-
pal fresh market in Mae Sot District. Another highlight
that you should not miss is Roti Ong, a breakfast dish of
the Mae Sot people. A chef will place roti dough in a big
jar with hot coals without using oil and leave it for a
while until it is cooked. Then, you will get fragrant roti
dough from the charcoal oven with soft texture. It is
great to eat with tea or coffee.
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This important sacred place, located in Mae Sot city, is a should-not-miss
place. This temple is outstanding with its unique and beautiful Burmese and Mon
architecture. Inside the temple, there are 2 important Buddha statues for worship-
ing, including "Phra Mahamuni" which is a replica of “Mahamuni Buddha”, one
of the 5 most important sacred objects of Myanmar, and “Pra Sai Yad” or
“Reclining Buddha” with 93 cubits long, is the longest reclining Buddha image of
Burmese art design in the northern region. This temple looks stunningly beautiful.
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An important archaeological site of Tak Province is a Historical Learning Resources in Mae Sot
District located on top of a mountain where you can see the beautiful view around you and
Myawaddy Province in Myanmar. or the Elephant
Corral is a tourist attraction for religion, art, and culture. This Thai-Burmese Art Design site looks like
a wall made of bricks and cement in a rectangular shape with about 1 meter high, 15 meters wide,
and 50 meters long. This place was originally a corral built to surround ferocious white elephants.
Then, King Ramkhamhaeng the Great performed a ceremony of vowing and praying, and was confi-
dent that this white elephant was the majestic elephant of King Fa Rua of Hongsawadi. Therefore,
a handover ceremony was held to deliver a white elephant to King Fa Rua at this area. Currently,

the Fine Arts Department has already registered it as an archaeological site.

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Mae Sot District, known as Muang Chot in Ayutthaya era, is the location of Wat Sri Pornphen
Matayaram, located in Ban Mai Rim Moei area. This place of faith has “Thao Wessuwanno”
which is said to be the tallest and largest in the northern region (height 9.9 meters, weight 3.3
tons). The temple area is surrounded by sugarcane fields of the villagers. Thai and Burmese
tourists come to pay homage and ask for blessings every day. The temple has cool tiles imported
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from Myanmar, so that visitors can worship
without being hot. In addition, there is also a
"Khun Phra Ubalikunupamajarn Building" where
sacred Buddha images are enshrined inside
including “Replica of Luang Por Wat Rai Khing”
with beautiful Buddhist characteristics, “Buddha
image with decorations”, and “Statues of the
5 Great Kings”. People visit and worship for
good health and safe travelling.
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are large enough for you to stand and post for a nice photo shots. The highlight of the
blue cave is the cave walls and cave ceiling. The actual color of this cave's walls is grey
and dark gray, but when it is hit by light, you will see blue and dark blue with beautiful
white stripes. This is caused by the phenomenon of limestone (gray) and calcium (white)
sediment accumulation over millions of years, until it has become another amazing
geological tourist attraction in Tak Province.
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“Blue Cave” is located at the
Blue Cave Buddhist Monastery,
Village No.6, Mahawan Subdis-
trict, Mae Sot District. Blue Cave
is a cave that was innate in
a small limestone mountain,
separated from the cave basin
in this area. At the entrance to
the cave, there are a Burmese
Reclining Buddha image for
worship, and a large white rock
shaped like an elephant's head.
As you enter the cave, you will
encounter a tall cave hall, a
winding tunnel, and various
small and large cavities that are
caused by corrosion. Some halls
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This is a magnificent sea of fog viewing point in Tak. You can admire the
sunrise view in the morning and wave goodbye to the beautiful last light
of the day. You can see a view of mountains lined up in front of you like a
painting. “Mon Mok Tawan” has many accommodations and camp-
grounds where you can see the fog view from the front of accommodation.
During the end of the rainy season to the beginning of winter, you will see
the sea of fog and golden sunray almost every day from morning until late
morning. Mon Mok Tawan was originally an agricultural area for the Hmong
hill tribe people. This plateau is on a mountain more than 1,100 meters
above sea level which makes the weather here cool and comfortable all
year round. Especially in winter, many tourists will come to admire the
nature and breathe in the fresh air. The most beautiful time is during October
to November. You can walk around and enjoy the view.
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Pha Charoen Waterfall is another beautiful limestone waterfall located in
Chong Kaep subdistrict, Phop Phra district. The waterfall is formed from
many creeks flowing together. It flows through the limestone layer in the same area, which has
as many as 97 small tiers and looks like natural steps, and then goes to the basin below where
you can swim. The recommended traveling time is in the rainy season because there is a lot of
water. In addition, orange Siam Tulips are in full bloom throughout the area of Pha Charoen
Waterfall during August to early October. It is considered another highlight of this waterfall.
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A small limestone waterfall with more than 100 layers is formed from creeks
and spring water that comes up from the ground or capillary water. The highlight
of Pa Wai Waterfall is when water flows down in small layers through the red rocks
contrasting with the green color of the shady trees. When the light shines down
on the waterfall, it creates natural beauty. The brick-orange color of this waterfall
is the uniqueness of this place. “Pa Wai Waterfall” (or Rattan Forest Waterfall) is
named because there are many tall and large rattan trees in this area. It is a beautiful
waterfall with abundant natural conditions. Traveling here is not difficult. You can
park in front of the waterfall and walk down a few steps to reach Pa Wai Waterfall.
It is located in Pa Wai Village, Khiri Rat Subdistrict where is approximately 4 kilometers
away from Mon Mok Tawan, a famous sea of fog viewing point in Phop Phra District,
and approximately 20 kilometers from the Namtok Pha Charoen National Park office.
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Tak Province also has natural onsen. This natural hot spring with a temperature of about 60
degrees Celsius is located in Namtok Pha Charoen National Park area. It is known as

because it doesn't smell of sulfur, but it has important minerals to help with joint pain, body pain
and clogged arteries. Phop Phra Subdistrict Administrative Organization cooperates with the
Tourism Authority of Thailand, Tak Office to develop it into a tourist attraction. There are 2 shared
hot spring baths for men and women, 4 private hot spring baths and 8 accommodations for
visitors. The strange thing about this hot spring is when there is a loud noise, the bubbles will
come up from the water. Currently, there are 3 ponds in total including: the highlight pond is in
the front; the second one is the smallest pond; and the third pond is the biggest one located on
the top of the mountain. Locals call the biggest one “Bo Chang” (means Elephant Pond). It is
about 2.5 kilometers away from the first pond, and the water is drinkable.
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The largest waterfall in Thailand and the most beautiful in Southeast Asia. It is classified as the sixth most beautiful
waterfall in the world. Many people are stunned by the magnificence of the giant curtain of water falling down the
sheer cliff through the cliff into the curtain of limestone with a green rainforest as a backdrop. This beautiful scenery
is worth seeing. The best time to visit this waterfall is during the end of the rainy season and the beginning of the
cold season starting from October. This is the time when the waterfall is the most beautiful.

By car or road open from 1 Oct.-30 Apr. Only four wheel
drive vehicles are recommended because most of the route
is mainly rough and dirt road. The distance from the Huai
Nong Luang unit to the Tourist Service Center is about 25
km. (Every year, the road to Tee Lo Su Waterfall is normally
closed from 1 June to 30 September)

By water you do rubber boat rafting from Tha Sai in Umphang
town along the Mae Klong creek. Along the way, you will
pass many interesting and beautiful sceneries. The trip takes
about 3 hours before going ashore at Pha Lued. Then, it's
another 10 km drive to the Tourist Service Center.

From the Tourist Service Center or camping area, there is a
nature trail with a concrete walkway through a shady forest
with a distance of 1.5 km to the beautiful and magnificent
Thi Lo Su Waterfall.
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A famous spot for viewing the beautiful
sunrise and the sea of fog in Umphang
District. It is a bald peak covered with
grass and drought-tolerant trees. During
the rainy season between July and August,
there will be beautiful pink flowers, called
Impatiens violiflora Hook.f,, all over the
area. In winter, there will be a beautiful
sea of fog. In the summer, white flowers
from mountain ebony trees will be found
beautifully blooming. You can travel to
see the natural beauty at

There are 2 viewpoints at . The first one is at kilometer
9 where you have to walk up the mountain for about 1.5 kilometers,
taking 20 minutes. The trail will be a slight slope. The second one, at
Km. 11-13 is becoming popular with tourists. Locals call this place

. The distance to the top is only 300 meters where the tourists
can easily walk up, and it takes about 5-10 minutes. The highlight of
this viewpoint is being able to see a 360-degree view of the surround-
ing area. This is another beautiful spot for viewing the sea of fog in
Umphans.
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The highest heart-shaped waterfall in Thailand is located on the Sam Muean Mountain Range in Umphang Wildlif Sanctuary. It is the
highest waterfall in Thailand with more than 500 meters high. There are 2 waterfall streams flowing along the cliff and joining together
to look like a heart. Therefore, it is called a "heart-shaped waterfall".
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Traveling here requires you to be physically fit because you have to climb up to the top of Mamuang Sam Muen Mountain, which is
about 1,734 meters high. It takes about 2-4 hours. You have to contact villagers and get a local guide to take you there. The best time
for visiting is from August to November. The waterfall is the most beautiful during August to September. You will see the waterfall in the
shape of a full heart with a fluffy white stream amidst the lush green forest. It is very beautiful and impressive scenery.
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Khunpawor Nalional Park

This natural tourist attraction, located in a
complex mountain range among dense rainforest, is
as beautiful as other national parks. It is beautiful
and quiet, and the weather is cool all year round,
which is suitable for camping. During the rainy
season, there will be fog covering the entire park
with a green rice field at the entrance which is
perfect scenery for a photo taking. On a lucky day,
there will be a sea of fog along with the sunrise
where the tourists will be amazed by the beauty of
nature. One of the charms of Khunpawor National
Park is a tourist attraction that is not well known
among tourists. This makes it not too crowded with
tourists. For anyone who wants to stop time for
themselves and sleep in a tent amidst the mist,
Khunpawor National Park is your answer.

Ban Pa Rai Nuea (or Pa Rai Nuea Village), located in Phra That Subdistrict, Mae
Ramat District, is a community of the Pga K'nyau or Karen people who still maintain
their traditional way of life and live among the abundant nature. There are many
tourist attractions within the community. “Samurai Cave” is a historical tourist attrac-
tion in the community which receives the attention from tourists. There is a story that
this area used to be the military base and arsenal of the Japanese Imperial Army
during World War II. Before the Japanese Imperial Army lose the war, they exploded
and sealed the cave's entrance to prevent the enemy from taking tools, equipment,
and weapons to use. The cave at Ban Teen That was then named Samurai Cave.
Many Japanese tourists are interested in this cave, and continuously visit this place.

There is also the 100-year-old "placenta tree" or "De Por Too tree" that was
hanging with the placenta of people who gave birth in this village. The tree is like a
tree of life. There are also popular selfie spots like “Thew Phai Ngam", and swimming
and feeding fish area like “Mae Ta Law Pier”. And if you want to stay for a night,
there are also homestays with the most wonderful atmosphere to choose from
waterside houses to a house in the middle of a green rice field
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Located at Ban Don Khiri, Mae Ramat Subdistrict, Mae Ramat
District, this temple is outstanding with a mixed architecture
between Thai and Burmese architecture. The highlight is inside
the temple where enshrines a beautiful marble Buddha
statue. This Buddha statue is one of the few Buddha statues
in Thailand carved from large marble. It was brought from
Myanmar since 1922 where Burmese craftsmen carved three
Buddha statues out of marble blocks at the same time. The
first one was enshrined in India. The second one is in Pakistan.
And the third one is the marble Buddha image of Wat Don
Kaew, Mae Ramat District, Tak Province. It is a beautiful and
sacred Buddha image with a devotion from the people in Tak
Province and nearby provinces including Burmese people.
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Ler Kwa Dor, the mountain of faith, is a sacred
place with Borobudur Ler Kwa Dor pagoda that
contains the Lord Buddha's relics. It was built with
the faith of Karen people in Tha Song Yang District.
The name "Ler Kwa Dor" means “Viewpoint
Mountain” in Karen language. From the top you
can see a 360-degree view of the mountains and
the sea of fog. Traveling time, depending on each
person’s competence, is approximately 3-4 hours
with a distance of 3.8 kilometers. The starting point
of the walk is at Wat Pa Kera Kee. From the foothill
trail to the campground, it's quite challenging.
Travelers who want to walk up this mountain are
recommended to be reasonably fit because
getting to the highest point, where is the relic at
the top, is very challenging. However, once you
see the view, it is very worth your effort. The view
is beautiful, and the weather is cool. Don’t forget
to pay homage to the pagoda for good fortune
after you enjoy the view. It is recommended for
you to check the opening day for visiting the place
from the Mae Wa Luang Subdistrict Administrative
Organization before making a trip.
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The highlight of this place is that there are
beautiful sea of fog viewpoint and many sunset
viewpoints, including Mon Poon Suda, Mon Kruba
Sai, and Mon Kiew Lom where you can soak up the
most romantic atmosphere of natural beauty.
Traveling here is convenient as you do not have to
climb up the mountains to get here. The national
park has guest houses at reasonable prices as well
as many campgrounds with restrooms available for
you to set up a tent.

In addition, there are many tourist attractions
here. Chao Doi Waterfall is only 5 kilometers from
the national park office. If you visit during the rainy
season, you will find Impatiens flowers blooming
with beautiful colors. Also, Mae Ramoeng Waterfall
is a small waterfall, located on the Mae Salit - Mae
Ramoeng Road at kilometer 20, which is suitable for
a picnic but not for swimming.

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Mae Usu Cave is an underworld of natural wonders,
looked like the underground theater and taken as one of
Unseen Thailand. It is one of the main tourist attractions in
Tak Province and is under the supervision of “Mae Moei
National Park”. Mae Usu Cave is a large and beautiful
limestone cave with the Mae U Su Creek flowing through it.
The cave is large, with high ceilings, clear air, and beautiful
stalagmites and stalactites of various shapes. The cave is
divided into 3 large rooms that are beautiful in different
styles. The highlight is in the second room on the west side,
where there is a large stone hole. In the afternoon, the
sunlight shines in, making the cave look beautiful and glow-
ing yellow all over the area.

Going into the cave requires you to walk along the Mae
U Su Creek. During the rainy season, you cannot visit the
cave because the water level is very high. You can visit.the
cave only from November to April.
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The temple is located in Mae Usu Subdistrict, Tha Song Yang
District. From Tha Song Yang District, you go north along the route
leading to Mae Hong Son Province for approximately 12 kilometers.
There will be a route turning left in the same direction as the route
to Mae Usu Cave. Along the way, there will be a junction on the left
to this temple. This temple is prominently located on a hill. You
can drive and park at the temple parking lot, and then walk up the
steps along the mountainside for about 300 steps. You will reach
the hill where Phra That Chedi is located. There are two hills. On
one hill, there are a golden rectangular Phra That Chedi and a
glittering golden replica of .On the
other hill, there is a shimmering golden round Phra That Chedi. The
area around both hills has a viewing deck with a 360 degree view.
You can have both sunset view in the evening and sunrise view in
the morning. The sea of fog in the morning is the highlight. When
looking down from the observation deck, you will see a magnificent
sea of fog floating densely. Some horns emerge with sharp peaks to
complete the composition. The glittering golden pagoda is in the
foreground and stands tall above the sea of fog. This scenery is very
beautiful and impressive.
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“Ban Mae Por Khee” or “Ban Khun Mae Wei” in Tha Song
Yang District, Tak Province is a small village which is surrounded
by tall and complex mountains. It is the residence of the hill
tribe people, Karen or Pga Knyau people in Thailand. The
nature here is entirely abundant. Khun Mae Wei Waterfall is
beautiful waterfall that flows from a high peak cascading down
many levels. There are also beautiful rice terraces. People
here have the way of life that emphasizes their reliance on
nature. Tourists can come and experience the lifestyle and
culture of people in the community by staying at a homestay or
the village guest house for 3 days and 2 nights to live the life
of the Pga K'nyau people, to visit the waterfalls, to do hiking
and to visit rice terraces and rotational farm of villagers. Ban
Mae Por Khee uses electricity from solar cells. There are
telephone signals at some points and on some networks.
Tourists should prepare necessary survival equipment, dry
food, and snacks.

How to get there : From Mae Sot District, Tak Province, you
take Highway 105 (Mae Sot-Mae Sariang) through Mae Ramat
District, Tha Song Yang District. After passing Ban Mae Tapu,
Mae Wa Luang Subdistrict, you take Highway 105 for 70
kilometers and pass the entrance to Doi Mon Klui for a while.
You turn left at the sign indicating the direction to Khun Mae
Wei Waterfall. You drive on the concrete path up the mountain
and pass by Ban So Khae Kla for a while. Then, the path will be
a dirt road on a steep area, pass Khun Mae Wei Subdistrict
Health Promoting Hospital until Ban Mae Por Kee for another
20 kilometers. The total distance is 176 kilometers (a four-wheel
drive vehicle is recommended because the route is a steep
mountain road, and some parts of the route are gravel).
